	 Romans 16:17 (ESV) I appeal to you, brothers, to watch out 	
	 for those who cause divisions and create obstacles contrary 	
	 to the doctrine that you have been taught; avoid them.


Peace Fakers 
	 Romans 16:18b (ESV) and by smooth talk and flattery they 	
	 deceive the hearts of the naive…but I want you to be wise as 	
	 to what is good and innocent as to what is evil.

Philippians 3:17-4:1 (ESV)- I entreat (παρακαλέω) urge, implore  same 
word for encouragement  Eudoia and I entreat Syntyche to agree 
(φρονέω) set your mind on in the Lord.  Yes, I ask you also, true 
companion, (φρονέω) “yokefellow” help (συλλαµβάνω) seize; grab hold 
of  these women, who have labored (συναθλέω) struggled alongside 
side by side with me in the gospel together with Clement and the 
rest of my fellow workers, (συνεργός) our word synergy whose 
names are in the book of life.

Philippians 4:3a (ESV)-Yes, I ask you also, true companion, help

Matthew 18:16a (ESV)-But if he does not listen, take one or two 
others along with you…


4. See Others Biblically 
Philippians 4:2-3 (ESV)- Yes, I ask you also, true companion, help 
these women, who have labored side by side with me in the gospel 
together with Clement and the rest of my fellow workers, whose 
names are in the book of life.


Philippians 2:14-15 (ESV)- Do all things without grumbling or 
disputing, that you may be blameless and innocent, children of God 
without blemish in the midst of a crooked and twisted generation…
