Why Not the Law? 
1. The Warning of the law 
Galatians 3:10 (ESV)- For all who rely on works of the law are under a 
curse; for it is written, “Cursed be everyone who does not abide by all 
things written in the Book of the Law, and do them.
Deuteronomy 27:26 (ESV)-Cursed be anyone who does not confirm 
the words of this law by doing them.’ And all the people shall say, 
‘Amen.
James 2:10 (ESV)- For whoever keeps the whole law but fails in one 
point has become guilty of all of it. 
Those that are trusting their obedience are cursed.  

2. The explanation of the law 
Galatians 3:11-12 (ESV)- Now it is evident that no one is justified 
before God by the law, for “The righteous shall live by faith.”But the 
law is not of faith, rather “The one who does them shall live by them.
Habakkuk 2:4 (ESV)-“Behold, his soul is puffed up; it is not upright 
within him, but the righteous shall live by his faith

Jeremiah 17:5 (ESV)-Thus says the Lord: “Cursed is the man who 
trusts in man and makes flesh his strength, whose heart turns away 
from the Lord.

Justification through law only gives 2 options :  pride or despair.  

3. The Satisfaction of the law 
Galatians 3:13-14 (ESV)-Christ redeemed us from the curse of the 
law by becoming a curse for us—for it is written, “Cursed is everyone 
who is hanged on a tree”— so that in Christ Jesus the blessing of 
Abraham might come to the Gentiles, so that we might receive the 
promised Spirit through faith.
Romans 10:4 (ESV)-For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness 
to everyone who believes
Jesus was cursed by God for us.
