Communion 
1. See the Similarities 
Deuteronomy 26:6-7 (ESV)- there you shall offer the Passover 
sacrifice, in the evening at sunset, at the time you came out of Egypt. 
And you shall cook it and eat it at the place that the Lord your God will 
choose.

2. See the Salvation 
John 6:53 (ESV)-So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, 
unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you 
have no life in you.” 

3. See the Significance  
1 Corinthians 10:16-17 (ESV)- The cup of blessing that we bless, is it 
not a participation in the blood of Christ? The bread that we break, is it 
not a participation in the body of Christ?  Because there is one bread, 
we who are many are one body, for we all partake of the one bread.

4. See the Seriousness 
I Corinthians 11:27-29 (ESV)-Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or 
drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty 
concerning the body and blood of the Lord.  Let a person examine 
himself, then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For 
anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and 
drinks judgment on himself.
