God’s Purpose Has… 
1. Unexpected Timelines 
Esther 6:14 (ESV)-  While they were yet talking with him, the king's 
eunuchs arrived and hurried to bring Haman to the feast that Esther 
had prepared.

With God everything can change in a moment.

God works according to our crisis, not our clocks.

2. Unexpected People 
Esther 7:9 (ESV)- Then Harbona, one of the eunuchs in attendance 
on the king, said, “Moreover, the gallows that Haman has prepared for 
Mordecai, whose word saved the king, is standing at Haman's house, 
fifty cubits high.” And the king said, “Hang him on that.”

God places the right people at the right time in the right place.  

God can and will use you for His purposes.  

3. Unexpected Reversals 
Esther 8:1-2 (ESV)- On that day King Ahasuerus gave to Queen 
Esther the house of Haman, the enemy of the Jews. And Mordecai 
came before the king, for Esther had told what he was to her.  And the 
king took off his signet ring, which he had taken from Haman, and 
gave it to Mordecai. And Esther set Mordecai over the house of 
Haman.

4. Unexpected Results 
Esther 8:17 (ESV)- …And many from the peoples of the country 
declared themselves Jews, for fear of the Jews had fallen on them.
