Reasons Not To Love the World… 
1. Lose Our Love 
1 John 2:15 (ESV)-Do not love the world or the things in the world. If 
anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him.

Matthew 6:24 (ESV)-No one can serve two masters, for either he will 
hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and 
despise the other.

The constant temptation to exchange a greater love for a lesser lust.   

2. Not From God 
1 John 2:16 (ESV)-For all that is in the world—the desires of the flesh 
and the desires of the eyes and pride of life—is not from the Father 
but is from the world.

James 4:4 (ESV)-You adulterous people! Do you not know that 
friendship with the world is enmity with God? Therefore whoever 
wishes to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God.

Worldliness is not so much an activity as it is an attitude.

3. Does Not Last 
I John 2:17 (ESV) And the world is passing away along with its 
desires, but whoever does the will of God abides forever.

Mark 8:36 (ESV)-For what does it profit a man to gain the whole world 
and forfeit his soul?

4. God’s Amazing Promise 
I John 2:17 (ESV)-And the world is passing away along with its 
desires, but whoever does the will of God abides forever.

Luke 18:30 (ESV)-who will not receive many times more in this time, 
and in the age to come eternal life.
